








THE CONDITION OF CROPS.

coTTox.
Siuoe m y last report o f  Sept. .1, disas-

te r  has overtaken th is,crop all over rhe 
state. Rust and shedding anu drouth 
have doue their work, aided iu Eoiuts 
counties by cuterpiilnrq, and  1,think it 
a fair statement ro say that the prospec-
tive yie ld  is 2H per cejie ofi' from  what 
it prom ised to be a m outh ago. I have 
-been in all sections o f the state during 
September, I lia<ro oassrved tha crop 
closely myself, aud I  have talked w ith 
experienced farmers from  m any coun-
ties, aud I venture the assertion that 
Georgia w ill make no more cotton  than 
she did last year. In addition to this 
disaster, the price has declined more 
than a cent a pound iu the same time, 
and our farmers are now  face to face 
w ith  a small crop and the price in most 
cases beiow  the cost o f production. The 
crop is being rapid ly gathered aud on 
m any farms where rust appeared, early 
p ick ing is practically over. Should good 
weather continue for  a few  weeks 
longer the crop w ill all be gathered, as 
th(5!’Q i* yery little top crop anywhere in 
the state,

Fortunately this crop is £OQd, gener- j 
©rally, though a few  counties report i 
short ou acoounfc o f local drouth, i t  ia ' 
fortunate th$t our farmers w ill have ' 
but little corn  to buy, for there w ill be 
little or no m oney left in  their hands 
from  the sale o f their cottou. I advise 
eyery farm er to save his corn carefu lly 
and a llow  uone of it to be wasted, for 
corn  promises to be h igher in price next ' 
year thau it has been for  a year or tw o 
past,

OTHER CROPS.

R ice is reported good from  the coast 
Counties, where the buik o f the crop ia 
raised, and no severe storm having oc-
curred in September most o f it is now  
safely harvested. Sorghum  and sugar 
cane have made fair crops, though the 
latter has been retarded in grow th  by 
dry weather in the early summer. The 
crop o f peas is good and they should be 
gathered in spite o f the pressing de-
mands o f the open cotton. Peas sold 
this year in A tlanta from  $1 to fl.siS 
a bushel, and every farm er that has 
them  should at least save his seed, if 
no more. A  great deal o f  fine fodder 
and hay has been cured and housed, 
and this good w ork should still ‘ go on 
w herever rains have kept the grass 
green and nutritious.

Grouudpeas and sweet potatoes are 
an average crop, and w ill go a long 
ways towards fatten ing the k illing 
hogs, particularly in South Georgia, 
where grouudpeas are largely planted 
for  this purpose.

Sand Vetch.
Q u e s t i o n . —I  tried a small p lat in 

sand vetch as an experiment, but it 
spread so close to the ground that I  am 
convinced on a large scale it would be 
mi exceedingly difficult crop to gather. 
I  believe it is as valuable as crim son 
clover, as a w in ter crop it is better 
adapted to dry soil, and if  this difficulty 
can  be overcom e it w ill becom e one of 
our most valuable crops. Oau you  sug-
gest a plan for successfully saving it?

A n s w e r .— I t has beeu found that if 
6etch is seeded w ith  wheat or rye, the 
la tter w ill hold it  up, and prevent it 
from  spreading so close to the grouud. 
I t  is richer in aibum m oids than clover 
and stands the w in ter equally as well, 
but it should be cu t before it becomes 
too woody. —State A gricu ltura l Depart-
ment.

1. Have you  ever tested subsoiling 
lan d ? W h at was the resu lt?

' !.  W ould you  advise subsoiling laud 
w ith  a fine sandy soil about 10 inches 
deep ? runs together and gets hard iu  a 
d ry  time. Subsoil is solid red clay.

3. W ou ld  you  advise subsoiling dark 
gray and red clay lands (solid red clay 
subsoils) 12 to* 10 inches deep?

4. W hen is tho best time to subsoil, 
and how  otten ?

=. A re you  sure that it pays to use 
acid phosphate and kainit on ligh t sandy 
lauds fo rco ru , cotton, oats aud peas?

=. Do you  advise the use o f acid phos-
phate and kain it w ith  cottonseed ou 
such laud fo r  oats to be sowed in O cto-
ber ? There is a fa ir  crop  o f pea vines 
on  the laud

7. W hen acid phosphate and kainit 
are applied broadcast at the tim e peas 
are planted and a ll covered  at once, is 
the fertilizer im m ediately  available?

5. W here peas fo llow  oats w ou ld a 
liberal application o f phosphate and 
kain it to the oat crop pay as well as to 
d iv ide application betw een oats and 
peas?

$. W here cottou  is planted after peas 
w ou ld a liberal application o f phosphate 
and kainit to peas furn ish  phosphoric 
acid  and potash enough for co t ton ?

A n sw e r .— 1. I  have tested subsoiling 
laud iu southwest Georgia for corn  aud 
doubled the yield. I  have a friend in 
Jefferson cou n ty  who, this past w inter, 
turned his land w ith  a large 4-horse 
p low  aud fo llow ed  in l,he same furrow 
w ith  a subsailer pulled by five horses, 
breaking the stiff subsoil to a depth oi 
18 to 20 inches. He writes that he is 
w ell pleased w ith the result, the cottou 
planted ou  that land being ahead ot 
every th ing in  that section.

4. N ow  is a good time to subsoil (O ct. 
1), aud auy tim e w ill do th rough the 
fa ll and w in ter w hen  the grouud is not 
wet. W hen thorough ly done the effects 
w ill be visible for three or fou r years, 
and frequen tly  longer, accord ing to the 
character.of the subsoil.

5. I am sure that it pays to fertilize 
all crops, i f  done jud ic iously, and uitro- 
po i is usually needed as well as phos-
phoric acid and potash.

=. W h ile the pea vines w ill furnish 
some nitrogen for the oat crop, I  would 
advise the use o f a com plete fertil ize! 
for them, particu larly as you  are desir-
ous of build ing up your laud while you 
are making crops.
