S i m p s o n , K a n .,  Oct. 31st, 1886.
I  feel like may be you would ap-

preciate a short letter from me. 
For a lack of something else I  will 

tell you what I  have been doing 
since I  came to Kansas. When 1 
first came I  had a fair prospect of 
a school, but failed to get one, so 

that left me in a place to soon get 
the “ blues.” But I  thought may 

be it would be best not to get too 
impatient all at once, &o I  went to 

school during the winter, worked 
on the farm during the spring, and 
later I  attended the Co inty Normal, 
at Beloit. I  am teaching now and 

have been since the first of the 

month. While I  am not doing as 

well as some teachers who have had 
considerable experience, yet I  be-

lieve I  haven’t any cause to grum-

ble. I  have a six months term. A f-

ter my school closes in the spring, I  

may go to school for a few months. 

I  would like to be in school at Dah-
lonega about two years or three 

more, but I  expect my school days 
there are over.

Tbe country schools here are very 

good . Every district has as much 
as five months school each year, and 
some of them have as many as nine 

and ten.
