— Negotiations are about com pleted for 
the sale o f  the Calhoun mine, so we are 
reliably informed.

•—The new m ill at the Horner mine is 
about completed and w ill be set to w ork 
in a few days.

-—Mr. A . B. L inderman, o f  the English 
syndicate, says Dahlonega w ill soon have 
a m ining boom .

•—A nugget was found at the Barlow 
Monday b y  Hattie H uff that weighed 
nearly 12 dwts.

— Mr. C. R . Squire, o f  New Y ork  city, 
is here look ing after the Lamar mine, 
known as the Dry H ollow  lot.

—J. F . Moore and W . C. Thomas are 

dr iv ing a tunnel on the “ Free Jim”  lot, 
with, fair prospects o f  str ik ing a good 
vein.

— Stave tim ber is being sawed to com -
plete the Iv y  ditch. Instead o f trestles, 
as heretofore, tubes w ill be used in the 
new work.

—The new English syndicate w ill put 
the Lockhart, Ivy  and Singleton, mills to 
w ork  within the next few weeks—alto-
gether 100 stamps.

—A force o f hands were put to w ork 
M onday under the supervision o f R . R. 
Crisson to clean out and enlarge W ard’ s 
Creek ditch, which is to be used in oper-
ating the Singleton mine b y  the English 
syndicate.

—The rich magnetic iron near Dahlon-
ega continues to excite much interest. 
Thousands o f  acres are being conveyed 

b y  option to outside capitalists who pro-
pose develop ing it when the railroad is 
completed.

— The shaft at the Lawrence has been 
sunk a sufficient depth to strike paying 
ore, and d r if ting out on the vein is now 
in progress. Supt. Fish is a live, thor-
ough-going man, and w ill no doubt make 
a b ig  success o f the Lawrence.

— Tw o old Western miners recently 
inspected some o f  the gold  m ines here, 
and after a careful investigation express-
ed the opin ion that tho prospects for deep 
m ining were far more favorable than in 
Colorado or California, where so many 
rich lodes were struck,at great depths.

—W ork  at Turkey H ill is progressing 
very favorably under the management of 
Messrs. Smith and Bryson, and some good 
prospects have recently been struck. 
Mr. Smith showed us some very  rich 
specimens that were taken from that 
property last week, and if  such ore can 
be found in large quantities we predict 
that Turkey H ill w ill yet prove to be a 
bonanza.

•—Another m ining “ expert”  on the 
order o f C. E . Horn has been abusing 
Dahlonega. W hile we have no space to 
waste on such contemptible puppies, 
we caution legitim ate investors to pay 110 
heed to their denunciations, bu t to come 
and investigate for themselves the truth 
or falsity of his charges. W e also advise 
them to keep an eye on the man w ho is 
always sounding the alarm, else they may 
fare like the pickpocket’ s victim  who 
listened too attentively to the fly young 
man who shouted, “ Look out for p ick -
pockets!”

I I . F ish, we visited the celebrated Barlow 
mine, three miles south o f  Dahlonega. 
This m ine is probab ly  the richest gold 
property in the State now being w orked; 
and while a great deal o f  w ork  has already 
been done there, as is attested b y  the 
mommoth cuts and ravines, yet the veins 
have scarcely been w orked to water 
level. What treasures m ight yet be un -
earthed can only be conjectured until 
deep m in ing is engaged in, but all indi-
cations poin t to the fact that when deep 
m ining is tried just as rich discoveries 
w ill be unearthed here as were found in 
California. The famous “ Bonanza”  lode 
was struck at a depth o f  1600 feet, and 
yet around Dahlonega no m ining scarcely 
below water level has ever been under-
taken. When tho mines o f this section 

are thoroughly and sytem atically w orked 
deep down into the earth there w ill be a 
m ining boom  sim ilar to that o f Califor-
nia in 1849.

May T i ie  N u g -
g e t  be the means o f developing the re-
sources o f your county and all this North 
Georgia, and to that end w ork  for the 
railroad. Let the people see the vast 
benefit the railroad w ill b r in g  them in 
the developm ent o f the m ineral resources 
o f Lum pkin county.

There are m illions o f gold and iron in 
these grand old blue mountains that w ill 
be there till Gabriel blow s his trump un-
less you get a railroad to bring capital 
that w ill unearth these buried treasures. 
The vast amount o f tim ber here can only 
be utilized and made profitable b y  a rail-
road. Your soil is fertile and the clay 
w ill come when these rugged mountain 
sides w ill be covered with vineyards, as 
are the vine-clad hills' o f  Ita ly  and 
France. Capital is look in g  this wAy for 
investment, and in the near future there 
w ill be grown grasses and fruits in these 
valleys that w ill make them blossom like 
the rose and b r in g  wealth and com fort to 

the farmers o f  this country.
The people o f the low  country are look-

ing and waiting for a railroad to b r in g  
them to these mountains during the sum-
mer months where they m ay en joy the 
cool breezes and revel in the grand and 
beautiful scenery that God has so lavish-
ly  bestowed on this favored land. Many 
will come here to stay for the benefit o f 

the school as well as for the healthfulness 
o f  the climate, for 110 place in the South 
can boast o f purer water, brigh ter skies, 
cooler breezes or b luer mountains than 
Dahlonega, but to b r in g  about this pros-
perous and happy condition the railroad 
must first come through the county. It 
is to be built conditionally. So let every 
man who loves his peop le come to the 
rescue— merchant, farmer, lawyer, doc-
tor— and subscribe the required amount, 
to be paid when the whistle b low s. Let 
there be a united effort and tho th ing is 

done. Capital w ill invest where the in-
vestment pays, regardless o f surround-
ings or  associations. The gold , the iron, 
the timber, the productive soil, the cli-
mate, the healthfulness o f this region 
w ill b r in g  capital here i f  the road is 
built.

But thc town needs more enterprising, 
substantial citizens, and they sliould be 
induced to come lier-e b y  other means 
aside from the building, o f a railroad. 
There is an adage that the progressive-
ness o f  a people is indicated b y  their 

schools and churches. The' College at 
Dahlonega is an honor to the place and 
its Facu lty are diligent w orkers—a bless-
ing and benefactor to this whole mount-
ain region— a monument m ore lasting 
than m arble shafts to its respected 
founders. Those noble, m anly boys will 
make their mark as they go out from 
here to take their places in the world. 
May God bless every one o f them, for in 
their hands is the weal o f our country. 
A ll honor to them and their worthy Pres-
ident.

But it is a. matter o f  universal rem ark 
b y  visitors that the churches here are not 
in keeping with the schools, and the 
question has aeen flippantly asked if  re-
ligion was at a discount or i f  the service 
and w orsh ip o f God was a secondary 
consideration. It is neither the one nor 
the other. The people o f Dahlonega are 
a church-going, God-serving people. An 
eminent div ine lately .remarked that the 
congregations here are more cultured 
imd better educated than those o f any 
town o f its size in the State. Y our ad-
vertising columns show that the trade 
and professions o f  the town are in a 
prosperous condition. The tax books 
and you r biogTaplxical sketches show that 
you have men o f  means and culture. Is 
there a progressive, public-spir ited man 
in your midst who w ill not admit that the 
material interest o f  a place is enhanced 
by  neat, com fortable, attractive churches, 
or one who would not give his aid and 
influence to make them so? Aside from 
the duty encumbent on every such man, 
whether a church member or not, to aid 
in m aking the churches o f  the town an 
ornament to the place, it is w ell to re-
mem ber that railroads and capital and 
jjeople prefer to come to a live, progres-
sive town than to a sleepy hollow . Wait- 
ingjfor a railroad to ,,\)fuil(l churches is 
like the man who waited for Providence 
to bu ild  the bridge for him to cross 011.

Providence helps those who help them-
selves. Get up a church subscription, 
too. V i s i t o r .
