that section.” Another fact is 
given by the Record to prove that 
designing gamblers in mining 
stocks are active in riding in on 
the wave of excitement now im-
pending •over the Georgia Gold 
Fields. It is a letter received by 
the Manufacturer’s Record from 
Mr. J. T. McCasland, who writes 
from St. Louis on a letter head 
indicating that he is “ secretary 
and treasurer of tho National Boux- 
ite Mining and Aluminum Co. of 
St. Louis,”  and the writer enclos-
es to the Record a “ boomy”  artic-
le headed “ The Jahannesberg of 
the Near Future; the Eyes of the 
Mining World are on Dahlonega, 
Ga., and Adjoining Fields.”  The 
writer wants this exciting article 
published in the Record, and in-
forms the editor that he is fur-
nishing articles to other newspa-
pers, and that he has recently as-
sociated himself with some corpor-
ations in the South.”

The editor then proceeds to ex-
pose the cuiming of this fellow 
McCasland, and how he has per-
verted reports concerning Virgin-
ia mines, and made them appear as 
if they were made on this North 
Georgia District. The editor is 
good enough to disclaim any ac-
quaintance with McCasland or his 
Bouxite Company, and greatly re-
grets to see m alters of this kind 
utilized for tho purpose of a ficti-
tious booming business. The edi-
tor of the Record concludes his 
very sensible article as follows: 
“ If the legitimate mining business 
of the South, just as they are be-
ginning to attract the attention of 
conservative investors, and mining 
operators, are to be cursed by ef-
forts to create a stock and land 
boom, the effect must necessarily 
be to seriously retard the legiti-
mate, honest development of the 
Southern business interests. Dah-
lonega, and all North Georgia may 
well pray to be delivered from the 
lasting injury to their best inter-
ests that must inevitably' come 
from any such work as this.”

No sensational despatches have 
ever been sent from Dahlonega to 
boom our mining interests. The 
published despatches, the writer 
thinks, can be explained in this 
way: Our town papers, as is their 
custom, give all the mining news 
obtainable, from week to week. I 
ao not think that any of theii ilems 
have contained exaggerated re-
ports. These items are copied, al-
most every oue of them, in the At 
lanta dailies. The more exciting 
ones are dished up by the agents 
of the Newspaper Unions, or tele-
graph agencies, and sent far and 
wide as news items, without charg-
ing anybody a dollar for publish-
ing them, or to gratify any indi-
vidual or company, but simply to 
furnish the news. To illustrate. 
A  rich gold veiu was discovered 
some two or three months ago 
in this county, near Auraria. Mr. 
John F. Bigbee undertook to oust 
the negro and his associate miners, 
guns were provided, and men were 
hired to guard the mine; soon 

were two armed crowds 
close to the mine. Mr. Bigbee en-
joined the miners, who were, at 
one stage of the proceeding arres-
ted, and 2ariied before Judge 
Kimsey; and what Mr. Bigbee 
thought, was an armed mob threat-
ening his life, was quieted by the 
great constitutional and democrat-
ic writ of Injunction. These facts,

United States, and the item, as 
published, was put into metal 
news, as it is called, and thus found 
its way into all the country news-
papers using that kind of matter. 
As one of the attorneys engaged in 
the litigation, and conversant with 
the facts from beginning to end, I 
can safely say that the richness of

There is no use for those who 
write about our mines to re-vamp 
any reports on Virginia mines, or 
any other mines, and palm them 
off as Georgia mines.

Yeates, on the Dahlonega mines is 
better than any other reports can 
possibly be to us. Like the editor 
of the Record, we do not know Mr. 
McCasland in this locality, and his 
Company is likewise unknown 
here. I  have no idea that he is 
known to any people who are con-
templating making investments 
about Dahlonega.

The writer of this article is not 
engaged in mining, nor the pos-
sessor of any mining stock, nor 
does he expect to be. And although 
he has been the legal adviser of 
mining companies for more than 
thirty yeirs at Dahlonega, where 
he was born, he has neve r recom-
mended a mine that was sold, be-
cause he knows nothing about 
practical mining. He has bought 
and sold mining lands, but the 
purchaser always acted as expert, 
and frequently fixed the price at 
which the property was sold. He 
has but one fixed idea about our 
mines and mining and that is: that 
a very large per cent of the free 
gold is lost in milling. From ex-
periments, made by others, with 
the tailings, he is confident that as 
much, perhaps, more, than fifty 
per cent of all the gold is lost. In-
vent machinery that will save this 
and Lumpkin county and this sec 
tion of Georgia become at once 
the richest gold bearing district in 
the world.

Gold-m ining in R iver Bed.

An interesting feature o f  the 
gold-mining activity which is tak-
ing place in Georgia is furnished 
in the operations of the T. M, 
Birch Mining Co., which is making 
a handsome profit by sluicing the 
’ iposits in the Chestatee river, in

of the Manufacturers’ Record 
writes as follows: “ They have 
secured a 14-mile lease, and are 
operating a dredging boat of the 
Marion steam shovel pattern, and 
at the rate they are now going will 
work about a mile a year. The 
dredging boat is fitted with a regu-
lar placer sluice six feet wide and 
ninety feet long. The machine’s 
capacity is a yard to the dipper, 
and it raises a dipper a minute. 
The bed is worked to an average 
depth of nine feet, the deepest 
workings being fourteen feet, 
which practically exhausts the 
deposits. The expenses of all kinds 
figure about $20 a day, and the 
returns are from $40 to $75 a day. 
H. B. Ammens, a Western miner, 
is superintendent of the work, and 
the owners are also Western men.”
