The other day some of the bar 
keepers of Kansas caused old sis-
ter Nation and her associates to 
retreat. The program for that 
day was bruised heads and blacks 
ened (‘yes. It's true that it is a 
violation for any one to sell liquor 
in Kansas but this woman has got 
no right to do the way she has 
been doing. I f the authorities do 
not enforce the law it is none of 
her business to meddle in this WP 37.

Mrs. Nation and her associates 
are creating more excitement in 
Kansas now than Coxey’s army 
did some years aeo. Only a few 
days ago a dozen women destroy-
ed at least $2000 worth of propers 
ty in one city in Kansas alone in a 
few hours belonging to saloon 
keepers who were escorted hy their 
husbands and brothers well armed 
to protect them. Liquor was 
poured out and flowed in gutters 
like water. Just behind then came 
some boys who drank of the liquor 
until they got drunk. This 
proves that no good is being ac-< 
complished by these raids.

The ladies of Gainesville have 
formed an association the object of 
W hich is to look after the comfort 
of country visitors who may wish 
to go lo that city. A comfortable 
room has been fitted up with seats 
where women and children can sit 
by a lire while their husbands and 
fathers do their trading. This is 
very thoughtful in the good ladies 
of that city and is certainly a com-
mendable act. A  move in this di-
rection should be made in Dahion- 
ega for there are very few accom-
modations hero for the men and 
none for the women and children. 
There are but few places where 
people can even hitch their horses, 
some hitching posts being so the 
owners can take them in the house 
when not using them. Some 
hitching posts should be fixed near 
the hog pound for the accommoda-
tion of countrymen havinar horses 
yisiting Dahlonega, if nothing else.

The recent clean up dow’n at the 
Betz proves that the new superin', 
tendent, James Hughes, under*) 
stands his business, making larger 
quantities of gold at a less expense 
than any of its former managers.

An addition of 25 or 30 hands 
were put to work both at the 
Hand and Standard last Monday 
causing everything down that way 
to present a livher appearance 
than usual. They are cleaning out 
tunnels, sinking shafts and doing 
such other work as is necessary to 
run a gold mine.

Mr. Ashley tells us that he al-
ready has the boiler on his boat 
and is now engaged in rigging it 
up with the other necessary ma-
chinery. A ll our citizens are 
watching the progress of the work 
on this boat with great anxi-
ety, as it is located and will oper-
ate in one of the richest places on 
the Chestatee river.

lhe Company being organized 
to operate some of the gold mines 
in Lumpkin county by the Hix 
Process is meeting with very grat-
ifying results. It is the best and 
cheapest process for saving gold yet 
invented, and is attracting the at-, 
tention of miners from eyery gold 
producing country. Twelve thous-
and shares of stock of the compa-
ny preparing to work the Lump-
kin county mines, were sold in a 
single day last week.

Mr. Maxwell has about ten men 
engaged doing development work 
on the Capps and Bowen proper-
ty, meeting with very satisfactory 
results already. A number of 
tunnels are being cut, one or more 
veins have been struck which show 
gold nicely. As we have said be-
fore, this property is right in the 
black belt, between the Findley, 
Barlow and Crown Mountain 
mines and we see no reason why it 
is not as rich as either,

J. P. Moore, Sec. &  Treas. of the 
Crown Mountain Gold Mining Co. 
of Dahlonega, called on us yester-
day. He is running a stamp mill 
in Hall county--the Big Joe Mine, 
on the Joe Bird place, and the mine 
is making money. He is opening 
up a mine on another vein on,Squir- 
rel Creek, on the Elrod place two 
miles from the Big Joe, and if the 
ore proycs satisfactory he will put 
in a 10 stamp mill.— Eagle.

Mr. Hardin, of Louisville, Ky., 
is here testing a machine which he 
says will save the floating gold lost 
at yarious stamp mills. He has it 
in operation at the Findley mine. 
It will require only a short time 
to show what it will do. There is 
a large amount of fine gold which 
floats off and if Mr. Hardin’s ma-
chine proyes to be a success it will 
supply a long felt want, provided 
that it can be operated cheaply. 
Most of the gold sayers heretofore 
have been too expensive.

The Crown Mountain machine-
ry is arriving in large quantities 
at Gainesville and is being hauled 
over as fast as the roads permit. 
Among the heavy pieces that have 
b ;en brought over are the dynamo 
base and field magnets and the big 
pump that will supply water to the 
reservoir on top of Crown Moun-
tain. This pump is the largest 
ever brought to the gold region. It 
will be driven by a 300 horse pow-
er motor using electric power 
generated at the company’s water 
plant at Seabolt Shoals, and will 
deliver 1,500 gallons per minute 
through the 11 inch pipe line 
leading from the river to the res-
