A n  Ordinance.
To raise revenue for the support o f the. 

City o f Dahlonega for the year 1901, 
and to support the City Public 
Schools, and to pay the accrued 
School Bond and to pay interest on 
the remaining School Bonds.
1. Be it ordained by the Mayor and 

Aldermen of the City of Dahlonega 
that the sum of S ixty-E ight cents be 
assessed and collected on every one 
hundred dollars o f the assessed value 
o f the real and personal property in 
said City which sum when collected 
shall be used exclusively for the fo l-
low ing purposes unless hereafter chan- 
ged-by authority o f said City Council, 
to -w it :

Thirty-two (32) cents to support of 
the City Public Schools.

Seventeen (17) cents to retire one 
bond, and to pay interest on the re-
maining School Bonds and borrowed 
money for the past support of the Pub-
lic Schools.

Twelve (12) cents to pay Marshal’ s 
Salary.

Seven (7) cents for lights, printing 
and Clerk’s salary.

Taxes under the foregoing ordinance 
due and payable on July 1, 1901. A ll 
sums for taxes must be paid to City 
Treasurer.
