A t the last election the republi- 
licans swept the field in G ilm er 
county, and the dem ocrats carried 
B an ks fo r the first time in tw elve 
years. In  Union county all the 
democrats were elected except M r. 
B rooksher, fo r  tax  receiver. A  
cr ipp led  republican o f a good deal 
o f prom inence made the race and 
won enough sym pathetic dem ocrat-
ic votes to win the raco.

The negroes o f Macon, G a „  had 
a mass m eeting one night last 
week in the in terest o f Roosevelt 
and the republican party . A  big 

package o f R oosevelt’s letters 
were d istributed to tho crowd, 
causing them to decide to have a 
big ra lly  fo r  him and the repub». 
licans o f G eorg ia. We do not e x -
pect that Lum pkin  county w ill bo 
represented at this dark gathering, 

as the most o f the republicans not 
gu ilty  the party  here are endeav-
o rin g  to be l i l ly  white.

D uring the present adm in istra-
tion a certa in  white republican o f-
fice seeker pu lled off his hat when 
entering the door o f negro cok  
lector R uckers office in A tlan ta  
when ap p ly in g  fo r his endorse-
ment. We would go hungry a 
long time before we would do this, 
but i f  you want office bad enough 
to appear before a negro and bow 
and scrape tho toes o f yo u r shoes 
off, vote the republican ticket. 
The man who did th is resides in 
Dahlonega. W hat about it?

Col. D ay published a card  re-
cen tly  in the M t. A iry  P ro tection -
ist say in g  that M r. A sh ley is 
elig ib le to hold office because he 
has produced a certificate from  
Ju d g e  H arb in , o rd inary o f Daw-
son county, stating that M r. A sh -
ley  was a citizen o f Dawson and 
had paid his taxes fo r 1902 and 

1903. W hen did M r. A sh ley  reg-
ister and pay these taxes? In 
A p r il , 1904, a fte r  he had decided 
to make the race fo r  congress. 
W ho did he pay them to? N ot to 

the tax collector, because the mon-
ey has never been sent to the state 
treasu ry  where it  belongs. W hy 

didn’t M r. A sh ley pay these taxes 
to the collector and get his receipt 
and certificate fo r the same?

A  strong effort is being made by 
some o f M r. A sh ley ’s friends to 
have Col. H . P. F arro w  removed 

from  the G ainesv ille  post-office 
because the Colonel didn’ t support 
M r. A sh ley in the republican con-
vention held at D ahlonega some 
time ago. We do not know 
whether M r. A sh ley expects to 
claim  Gainesville as his home and 
ap p ly  fo r it later or not. There 
is no telling, fo r ho m ust be given 
something fo r m aking the race fo r 
an office that no other republican 
in the d istrict would do. Of 
course it is a republican light, bnt 
i f  we had our choice we would 
take a man like Col. F arro w , 

whose home you know before, du r-
ing and after the cam paingn.

Not half the children o f G eor-
g ia are receiying the benefits o f the 
school fund levied and collected for 
them. Who is to blam e? No one 

but parents. T he school report 
furnished us by the State School 
Commissioner fo r last year shows 
that there are 70 3,138  children of 
school age in G eorg ia  and only 
248,480 these attended school. 
454 ,613 spending their time in 
Idleness, ye t tho tax  payors have 
to pay ju s t the same amount o f 
money as i f  every  one o f these 
ohildren were attending school.

L e t  the next legislatu re make it 
com pulsory fo r  every  child in 
G eorg ia  to attend school, at least 
throe months in the year, i f  not 
four. There is not a man in the 
state who cannot send his child to 
school this long. I f  this is not 
done, cut off the appropriation .

“ I  moved to Dawson county 
December 1 9 ,1 9 0 1  and had no ta x -
es to return , and I  made no such 

statement to him as he im plies in 
Lum pkin  county fo r 1902. I  have 
m y receipts from  Dawson county 
fo r years 19 0 2 and 190-3. A ll  the 
p roperty  I  held in Lum pkin  and 
Dawson counties was m y share in 
the G eorg ia  D red g in g  Com pany 
beginn ing w ith  19 0 1, and later the 
Etow ah V a lley  Com pany until the 
year 1904, when I  returned p e r-

sonal p roperty , about $1600.00 , all 
in Dawson county, I  paid all such 
taxes whore and when due, not on-
ly  in Lum pkin  and Dawson but in 
other counties. In  Decem ber 1900 
I  gave $10 0  to help build the A sh -
ley  school house in Lum pkin  coun-
ty , as Col. P rice w ill tell you . 
Since then I  have expended more 
than $ 15 0  on pub lic roads and have 

g iven  to the schools and churches 
over $15 0 , not to mention private 
charities o f even a g reater extent, 
alm ost a ll in Dawson aud Lum p* 
kin coun ties.”

M r. Healan in fo rm s us that he 
has exam ined the digest and finds 
that it was 190 instead o f 19 0 2 , 
but says he is not m istaken in re f-

erence to M r. A sh ley  say in g  that 
his home was in Toledo, state of 
Ohio. There is p len ty o f ev-
idence that M r. A sh ley  has made 

wrong statem ents concerning his 
citizenship. W hile w ork ing fo r 
m ica in Lu m pk in  county last year 

he rem arked to a gentlem an “ i f  it 
doesn’ t pay I  w ill sell out, go 
home and quit tbe d— n coun try .”  
Only a short sime ago T a x  R ece iv -
er G addis, o f Dawson county, 
while on a v isit to re la tives up in 
H igh tow er d istr ic t, Lum pk in  co., 
before M r. A sh ley was spoken of 
fo r  congress, said that he never 
saw such a man— that he could get 
no taxes out o f M r. A sh ley be-

cause be claimed Toledo, Ohio, as 
his home. I t ’s true that he reg is-
tered and paid his taxes fo r 1902 

and 1903 in Dawson county. When 
did he do it? About A p r i l  1902, 
a fter decid ing to run fo r  congress. 
M r. A sh ley ’s name was never on a 
road list or in the ju ry  box o f e ith -
er county and|he never fa iled  to go 
to Toledo to vote. The road work 
perform ed was so he could transs 
port some heavy m achinery with 
more ease. Y es, M r. A sh ley  did 
g iv e  $100 fo r a school house, but 
he never paid any taxes on th is or 
an y  other. M aybe th is money 

belonged to some-one else. Bu t i f  it 
d idn’ t this is no reason that he 
should be sent to congress. Other 
northern men bave been eyen more 

libera l to us here than this and 
never thought o f ask ing fo r an o f-
fice. M r. Bostw ick , o f New Y o rk , 
donated the Calhoun mine to  the 
N. G . A . C o llege which was a fte r-
w ards sold fo r $10,000 and tho 
m oney used fo r tbe construction 
o f a large magnificent ball near the 
college.

A s before stated we said that M r. 
Ash ley had made w rong assertions 
about h is citizenship. Th is we 
can p roye. In  his letter o f accep-
tance M r. A sh ley  says that he has 

been a citizen o f G eorg ia  fo r five 
years and is proud o f it. Now let 
us see about this. M r. A sh ley  

commenced v is it in g  Dahlonega in 
1900, and every  time be stopped a t , 
tbe hotel here from  A ugust 8 th, 
1900, up to F eb ru a ry  7th, 1902, he 
registered from  Toledo, O. Then 
on the 13th  o f F eb ru ary , same 
year, E tow ah, G a , appears a fte r 
his name, in his own hand w rite, 
and again from  Etow ah the next. 
W here E tow ah  post-office is we do 
not know.

The register shows this which we 
saw ourselves. M r. A sh ley  should 
be more carefu l in bis statem ents 
bereafter and not be so careless in 
m atters perta in ing to his citizen-
ship.

Do you waut a l it t le  o f R u cke r ’s 
pie crust and be under obligations 
to bim and have to cough when he 

sneezes? I f  so vote the repub li-
can ticket.

The B lu e  R idge W orld  of last 
week, states that Mr. A sh ley said 
pub licly in B lue R idge if  he could 
get a photograph of his banner 
which had been destroyed by 
some one F r id a y  n ight before his 
speech, it would be all the evidence 
he would need to bave a republican 
congress seat him as contestant in 
the next C ongress o f the United 
States.
